NEW BUSINESS

· Update on projects in Sunnyside was presented by Executive Director.  Discussion was held on ongoing construction projects of WVU Honor’s Dormitory, Bjorkman, Moser and Biafora.  Executive Director reported on the Code Enforcement meeting held at the Hotel Morgan.  Board Member Boroff reported that a report from that meeting is due in the next few weeks.  
· Discussion was held concerning Sunnyside TIF.  The RFQ Selection Committee met and short listed 5 engineering firms to interview on May 6, 2008.  The committee will recommend a firm and negotiate a contract amount to begin the process of designing the TIF project.  
· Discussion was held on Façade Improvement Grants for two property owners in Sunnyside.  After considerable discussion, it was requested that the Executive Director meet with the applicants and award the grants.  The Board requested to be kept up to date on the overall status of the grant program.
· The board heard an update concerning the Sunnyside Street Fair planned for April 26, 2008.  Executive Director reported on discussions with Morgantown Police Chief and continuing concerns with closing streets in association with any event in Sunnyside.  Dan Boroff reiterated concerns of the City in regards to events on the street in Sunnyside.  Executive Director agreed to further study the issue and pursue other opportunities to achieve the stated goals of the Street Fair.

· Executive Director reported on the Clean Up Project with the purchase of a 2005 Chevy Truck from University Motors.  Manpower Services is currently screening potential employees for use in the clean up effort.  Student Government is also going to assist in the clean up campaign and Executive Director is meeting with Student Body President Jason Parsons to coordinate effort.

· Discussion was held to ask Chris Fletcher, Morgantown Planning Director to present information concerning the Overlay District at an upcoming meeting.
