The meeting was called to order by President Tanner at 7:53AM.

The Minutes of the October 8, 2008 meeting were approved by a motion by Bill Byrne and seconded by Dave Kelly.  Motion passed unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS

The Executive Director updated the board on ongoing projects.   
Presentation by Global Issues Organization concerning a recycling program that they are coordinating with Sunnyside Up.  The event will be held in 2009 and will be part of an ongoing recycling awareness campaign.
