The meeting was called to order by President Tanner at 8:00AM.

The Minutes of the May 13, 2009 meeting were approved by a motion by Bill Byrne and seconded by Narvel Weese.  Motion passed unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS

A discussion was held concerning the possible use of Federal Stimulus Funds for a project in Sunnyside.  Dan Boroff reported that the amount of funds available to Morgantown is less than previously reported and that the City will be applying for another project.

The Executive Director reported on the TIF Project and updated the board on the progress to date.  The financing and engineering for the project are underway and updated figures will be available at the July meeting.  A schedule will be developed and timelines will be set for the anticipated groundbreaking of the TIF project in Spring of 2010.  
The Executive Director reported that the survey for the Pocket Park was completed in June and the Architecture team is preparing plans and specifications.

The Poster project is moving forward and we have received the signed and numbered posters.  Advertising and promotion is being developed and will be unveiled this summer.  Proceeds of the poster sale will be dedicated to funding the Pocket Park.

The Recycling and Litter Control Grants are being completed and will be submitted by July 1.
Consideration of Non-TIF Infrastructure Grant for Victory Holdings.  After discussion, motion to approve by Dan Boroff and seconded by Narvel Weese.  Passed unanimously.  
Update on Michael Mills consultation on various Sunnyside projects.  Program is going very well with several ongoing projects being monitored and assisted.

Draft of 2009-10 Budget for Sunnyside Up was presented.  Additional information will be provided at July board meeting.

No other business was brought before the board and motion to adjourn was made by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dan Boroff.  Motion passed unanimously.
