NEW BUSINESS

Executive Director discussed a proposed plan to address the issue of malicious fires in the Sunnyside neighborhood.  An ad was placed in the Freshman Survival Guide which is distributed to all incoming Freshman and transfer students.  A meeting is planned with Mitch Brozik of SecureUs concerning a video camera system to focus on the dumpsters.

Executive Director briefed the board on the upcoming Board of Director's Planning Retreat.  The retreat will be facilitated by Mr. A.J. Schwartz of EPD, LLC.  Executive Director will circulate dates for possible scheduling of retreat and will attempt to find a date in August to accommodate the retreat.
Executive Director updated the Board of Directors on the ongoing development projects in the Sunnyside neighborhood.  Also discussed was the installation of bus shelters on Beechurst Avenue.  The shelters will be funded by Mountainline and will create four shelters at a cost of $40,000.
Executive Director reported on the International Town Gown Association annual conference that was held in Boulder, Colorado.  The conference was informative and provided several ideas that can be implemented in Morgantown.  Of note was the idea of Party Registration which is in place at the University of Colorado in Boulder.  City Manager Moore asked that executive director work with him and Police Chief Ed Preston on a possible registration initiative.  
The Executive Director presented the proposed 2011-12 Budget.  After discussion, a motion was made by Terrence Moore, Seconded by Jenny Selin.  Motion passed unanimously.  
The Board of Directors adjourned into Executive Session at 9:05AM to discuss personnel matters.
The Board of Directors reconvened at 9:34AM.   Action was taken after the executive session by motion of Jenny Selin and second by Dave Kelly to increase the Executive Director's compensation by 1.5% in accordance with the City of Morgantown Cost of Living increase.  The motion passed unanimously and the meeting was adjourned by Chairman Tanner.
