CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by President Tanner at 8:00AM.

The Minutes of the May 12, 2010 meeting were approved by a motion by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dave Kelly.  Motion passed unanimously.  

OLD BUSINESS

No Old Business came before the board.

NEW BUSINESS

Lauren Brennen, Sunnyside Up Contract Employee, presented a PowerPoint presentation on the Beaumont Glass Site research that she has been working on through a Focus Grant through the Northern WV Brownfields organization.   Additional work on this project will be completed starting July 1, 2010 through a CDBG Grant through the City of Morgantown.
The Executive Director updated the board on the status of the TIF Bids that were received on Tuesday March 8, 2010.  Two bidders participated in the bidding process and the apparent low bidder is Tony Baiano Construction Co., Inc. from Pittsburgh, PA.  The base bid was $1,102,200.00 and total with all alternates was $1,386,477.40.  Narvel Weese made a motion, seconded by Dave Kelly to authorize Sunnyside Up-CNRC to commit up to $130,000.00 to fund the contingency for the TIF Project.  Motion passed unanimously.  Narvel Weese made a motion, seconded by Dave Kelly to recommend approval of the apparent low bidder, Tony Baiano Construction Co. Inc. as contractor for the Sunnyside TIF Project.  Motion passed unanimously.  
The 2010-11 Sunnyside Up-CNRC Budget was presented and reviewed by the Board of Directors.  Motion was made by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dave Kelly to approve the 2010-11 Budget.  Motion passed unanimously.

The Executive Director updated the progress on the Enhanced Grant Program for Beechurst and the TIF Project area.  Sunnyside Intern Neron Thomas is working on a complete data base for the Sunnyside neighborhood and will be contacting property owners for participation in the Enhanced Grant Program.  
The Executive Director updated the board on the dumpster painting project and announced that the new Manpower employee is working out fine and that several additional dumpsters have been completed in the past week.  Program will continue throughout the summer.
The Executive Director reported on his attendance and presentation at the International Town Gown Association conference in Ames, Iowa.

No other business was brought before the board and motion to adjourn was made by Jenny Selin and seconded by Dan Boroff.  Motion passed unanimously.
