CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by President Tanner at 8:00AM.

The Minutes of the February 11, 2009 meeting were approved by a motion by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dan Boroff.  Motion passed unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS

The Executive Director updated the board on ongoing projects.  
A resolution was presented to establish Certificates of Deposit at First Exchange Bank and designate Chairman Tanner and Executive Director Hunt to sign on behalf of Sunnyside Up.  Motion by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dave Kelly.  Motion passed unanimously. 

A report was presented by Marlyn McClendon, Sunnyside Intern concerning Green Month which was established in February.  Chairman Tanner presented Ms. McClendon with a certificate for her leadership on this project.
Tom Arnold briefed the Board of Directors about the Solid Waste issues in Sunnyside.  He is working to address the litter and dumpster burning issues in Sunnyside.  He will continue to work with the Executive Director to develop strategies to address these serious issues.

Justin Burns presented a check to Sunnyside Up for use on the reuse effort for the Beaumont Glass Factory.  Mr. Burns is working with Sunnyside Up to assemble information and mapping to develop a reuse for the property.  He will be completing his report in the near future and will make it available to Sunnyside Up.

Nina Chase and her landscape architectural team presented plans for a Pocket Park in Sunnyside at the 7th Street and Grant Street location.  Ms. Chase asked for approval of the initial conceptual plans and the team will then proceed to develop more detailed drawings and cost estimates.  Motion by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dan Boroff to proceed with development of the Pocket Park.

Marie Prezioso and Joe Nassif presented financing options for the recently enacted Tax Increment Financing Project.   The Monongalia County Assessor is currently finalizing the numbers for last year and when these are complete, a more accurate estimate of funding will be presented.  Based on current estimates, it appears that a project in the range of $400,000 to $1,000,000 would be possible.  More information will be provided in the next month.
No other business was brought before the board and motion to adjourn was made by Dave Kelly and seconded by Narvel Weese.  Motion passed unanimously.
