CALL TO ORDER

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS

· Update on projects in Sunnyside was presented by Executive Director.  Discussion was held on ongoing construction projects of Bjorkman, Moser and Biafora.  It was also pointed out that a meeting to discuss code issues will be held at 7:00PM on March 19, 2008 at the Hotel Morgan.  Executive Director noted that he will be in attendance and present Sunnyside issues.  
· Discussion was held concerning Sunnyside TIF.  It was noted that no action was taken on TIF by the West Virginia Legislature and the 30 year timeline for bonds was intact.  It was also noted that 9 proposals were received by Sunnyside Up for Request for Qualifications.  The review committee will be meeting to rate each firm.
· Discussion was held on a proposed Façade Improvement Grant for Victory Holdings, LLC.  It was requested that the Executive Director contact Mr. Panico and see if more detail could be received.  It was noted that much of the proposal was general maintenance and the purpose of the grant program is to address substantial issues of façade improvement.

· Discussion was held on a proposed clean-up strategy for Sunnyside.  This would involve using contracted labor and purchase of vehicle and cleaning supplies.  The board approved the proposal and authorized the purchase of a vehicle and equipment.  Vehicle not to exceed $13,500.00 and Tools and supplies not to exceed $750.00.  Motion by Dottie Dotson and seconded by Bill Byrne.  Motion passed unanimously.  

· The board heard a presentation by Intern Michael McAllister on a proposed Sunnyside Block Party.  The event will a fundraiser for Children’s Hospital and will occur after the Gold/Blue Game on April 19, 2008.    Budget was proposed at $2000.00.  Motion to approve was made by Bill Byrne, second by Dave Kelly.  Passed unanimously.
