Brian Helmick of Spilman, Thomas and Battle will be meeting in the near future to assess the factors in starting the next phase and obtaining financial data to help develop the size of the potential bond offering.

Executive Director presented a proposed plan to address the issue of malicious fires in the Sunnyside neighborhood.  Meetings are set up with the Chief of Police, Fire Chief, Fire Marshall and property owner's representative to discuss how to move forward.  An additional meeting is being held with a representative of a video security company and information from that discussion will be presented at the June board meeting.
Executive Director updated the Board of Directors on the ongoing development projects in the Sunnyside neighborhood.  New projects on Third Street and Grant Avenue were discussed.  An upcoming meeting with Chris Fletcher and Dave Bruffy concerning bus stops on Beechurst Avenue was announced and information will be forthcoming on the results of that meeting.
