Minutes of November 4, 2009
The meeting of the corporation was held at 8:00AM at 709 Beechurst Avenue, Suite 30 in the Seneca Center.  Board Members in attendance were: Reed Tanner, Bill Byrne, Dan Boroff, Dave Kelly, Dottie Dotson and Narvel Weese   
Also in attendance were Shannon Mundell,  Jamie Craig, Mike Neely of Gannett Fleming, Jenny Selin (later elected to the Board) and Chris Lewallen.
CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by President Tanner at 8:05AM.

The Minutes of the September 9, 2009 meeting were approved by a motion by Dottie Dotson and seconded by Bill Byrne.  Motion passed unanimously.  

OLD BUSINESS

No Old Business came before the board.

NEW BUSINESS

Mayor Bill Byrne tendered his resignation from the Board of Directors and expressed appreciation for the progress of Sunnyside Up to date.  He explained that the duties of Mayor were quite numerous and that he felt another member of Council would have the time and commitment to devote to the organization.  After expressions of appreciation for his service, Narvel Weese moved to accept the resignation and it was seconded by Dotttie Dotson.  Motion passed unanimously.

The matter of the board vacancy was brought to the floor and Councilmember Jenny Selin was moved to fill the vacancy by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dave Kelly.  Motion Passed unanimously.  Councilwoman Selin joined the board at this point.

Consideration of establishing an ex officio position for the Mayor of Morgantown on the board of Sunnyside Up.  The position would be non-voting.  Motion for approval was made by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dottie Dotson.  Motion passed unanimously.

Executive Director updated board on WE Car program.  Car is to be delivered shortly and parked in the vicinity of Summit Hall.

Chris Lewallen of Student Government spoke about the Sunnyside Neighborhood Association and an event to be held in Sunnyside for United Way.  The event will be held on Monday, November 16, 2009 from 1-3 in the afternoon.

A discussion was held on a co-op advertising program that is being planned for the early part of December.  A sample ad was reviewed.

Mike Neely of Gannett Fleming gave an update on the TIF Project to date and discussed various planning aspects of the project.   Mike agreed to review other streetscape projects in other college neighborhoods and would incorporate comments into the plan.  It was agreed that we would devote the December meeting to the TIF project.
Dan Boroff update the board on the Beechurst Avenue sidewalk project.   A discussion was held about a contribution to the cost of the sidewalk by Sunnyside Up.  It was agreed that this issue would be discussed at the next board meeting.
No other business was brought before the board and motion to adjourn was made by Narvel Weese and seconded by Dan Boroff.  Motion passed unanimously.
