An update on the TIF Project was given.  The Contract with Gannett Fleming has been signed and they are currently surveying the project area.  A letter was sent to affected property owners and notification was given that crews would be in the area. 
An update on the WE Car Program was given.  The contract with WVU has been singed and the Executive Director is working with Hugh Kerig to determine the best parking space for the car.  The WE Car for Sunnyside is currently being prepared by Enterprise Rent-A-Car and will be delivered in the next few weeks.  Sunnyside Up will assist with the promotion of the WE Car.
The Executive Director reported that he will be out of the office during the next scheduled Board of Director's meeting in November.  It was decided to hold the November Board of Director's meeting on November 4, 2009.
