CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by President Tanner at 7:43AM.

The Minutes of the September 10, 2008 meeting were approved by a motion by Narvel Weese and seconded by Bill Byrne.  Motion passed unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS

The Executive Director updated the board on ongoing projects.   
Mr. David Rapalski addressed the board on the Student/Citizenship Project that he is working on as part of the Mentor Program of Dr. Larry Cote.  

Ms. Anna Orso addressed the board concerning activities that she is coordinating with Sunnyside Up.  She currently has a clean-up scheduled for Oct. 18, 2008.

The Executive Director informed the board that the TIF Application would be delivered to the West Virginia Development Office on October 13, 2008 for their review.  

A report on the Façade Grant Program was presented and discussed.  Landlords and property owners have contributed over two dollars for each one dollar of Sunnyside Up grant funds.
A draft of the Sidewalk Grant Program was presented and discussed.  The board asked if a bonus could be developed for multiple adjacent lots.  Executive Director will research and revise proposal.  Discussion was also held on the possibility of using an engineered sidewalk to avoid damage when utility work is preformed.  Executive Director will look into this product and see if it is feasible to explore for Sunnyside work.
A draft of a Non-TIF Grant Program was presented and discussed.  

A Fund Allocation Plan was presented and will be brought to the November Board meeting for action.

A Resolution was presented to place CNRC funds in fully insured FDIC accounts.  Executive Director was instructed to move Certificates of Deposit upon maturity into FDIC insured accounts.  Motion by Bill Byrne and seconded by Dave Kelly.  Resolution passed unanimously.  
Mr. Michael Mills of The Mills Group addressed the board on design issues in Sunnyside.  He will meet with the Executive Director to develop a proposal for services.  
No other business was brought before the board and motion to adjourn was made by Bill Byrne and seconded by Dave Kelly.  Motion passed unanimously.
