The TIF Boundary was prepared and
presented to the Morgantown City Council. A Public Hearing was
heldon September 16, 20@dminor modificationsvere maddo
remove portions of Wiles Hill from theroposed ' IF District. The
TIF District and Project were approved by the City of Morgantown
and sent to the West Virginia Development Office for review and
approval. Numerous mergs were held with Secretary Kelly Goes
and the TIF project was approved and sent back for final approval by
the Morgantown City Council. On December 16, 2008, the Tax
Increment Financing District and Project were approved by the
Morgantown City Council.ln 2009, we plan to investigate timing of a
potential bond sale and prepare to begin our TIF Project.



1 Sunnyside Up Facade Grant PrograrSunnyside Up created a
program to assist property owners in improving the exterior
appearance of their properties. elfprogram consists of a matching
grant of up to $3000 and covers exterior improvements such as siding,
landscaping, window replacement, porch replacement and concrete
work. Fourteen property owners have utilized the program and have
spent approximately $dr every $1 dollar invested by Sunnyside Up.

In all, $128,517.85 dollars of improvements were made to properties
in Sunnyside, with Sunnyside Up providing grants of $40,233.00.
